In Philippians 4, God didn’t have Paul say, “Do everything without arguing—except while playing sports because
those refs can make some bad calls.” No. God says do everything without arguing. No exceptions.

The next time you're watching a game or even playing in one, remember God’s command to do everything without
complaining or arguing. You'll be surprised how much better you feel and how much more fun the game will become.
